
Veal Implant Decision Flowchart 

Palpate all ears on post-
mortem inspection 

(may need to adjust line 
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• Actual Implants 
• Multiple Implants 
• Cut/mutilated ear 
• Missing ear 
• Atrophied testes 
• Heavy muscling 

VMO condemns 
implanted animals at AM 
(with option of growing 

out) and passes those w/o 
implants for slaughter as 
“U.S. Suspect” subject to 
condemnation if implants 

are found at PM. 
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Results 

Negative One positive indicates the 
remaining untested animals in 

lot cannot be passed (individual 
negatives may be passed) 
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Calf presented w/ 
written statement 

as ruminating 
(undergoes routine 
AM procedures) 

Presented w/ producer 
statement as “no-

implant” in 
accordance with 9 

CFR 309.16(d) 
(undergoes 

AM) 

Proceed to PM: 
condemn if later 
determined to be 

non-ruminant 
and implant is 

found 

routine
