5. The pork meat was produced under a hazard analysis and preventive controls system consistent
with Meat Safety Act, 2000 (Act 40 of 2000) or pathogen and HACCP programs set forth in
United States laws and regulations, which ensure the meat is safe and fit for human consumption.

6. The pork meat was hygienically handled under FSIS inspection and transported in accordance
with U.S. State and Federal laws and regulations.

7. The pork meat was not subjected to ionizing irradiation.
8. Frozen pork non-intact meat (including, but not limited to, anatomically unrecognizable cuts,

ground, chopped, comminuted, mechanically separated or pork trimmings) does not contain any
material of bovine, equine, ovine or caprine origin.
